Financial Award Process

e Scholarships open at the same time as registration and close January 31.

e Scholarships are considered equally, not first come first served.

e Scholarships are reviewed by an advisory committee and notifications go
out in on March 3. Deposits and/or payment plans will be due a week
after notification.
